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Report
of representatives of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine on their participation
in the study visit on the issues of National Accounts statistics  
Paris, France, November 26-28, 2014
Within the framework of implementation of the TWINNIG Program Project “Support to Development Process in the State Statistics Service of Ukraine with the Objective to Enhance Its Capacity and Production” (Component 1 “Improving Collection, Processing and Dissemination of Statistical Products”, Subcomponent 1.1 “National Accounts”) the SSSU delegation represented by I.M. Nìkìtìna, Director of Department for National Accounts and Macroeconomic Statistics, O.O.Moskvin, Deputy Director of Department for National Accounts and Macroeconomic Statistics, V.A. Snìgìriova, Head of Division of Institutional Sectors of Economy and Financial Assets and Liabilities Balance, Department for National Accounts and Macroeconomic Statistics took part in the study visit to the  National Institute for Statistics and Economic Studies (INSEE) on the issues of National Accounts and Finance statistics. 
The main purpose of the visit was to study expertise of the EU countries concerning implementation of the updated international standard of the 2010 European System of National and Regional Accounts in terms of the development of financial accounts and balance sheets for financial assets and liabilities, as well as a methodology for drawing up accounts of institutional sectors of economy, in particular, general government and financial corporations.
The meetings with the INSEE specialists focused on the new methodology for calculation of merchanting, constructing and balancing accounts of the general government sector, accounting of insurance services, calculation of production indicators for own end use and reflecting these indicators in National Accounts by institutional sectors of economy.
During the visit to the Bank of France, the participants discussed introduction of new standards of monetary and balance of payments statistics for the compilation of the financial account according to the new methodology of National Accounts and requirements of the European Central Bank. The parties touched upon the practical experience of France's statistics in solving the issues regarding:
- balancing quarterly accounts by institutional sectors of economy with the financial account; 
- linking quarterly and annual financial accounts.
Close attention was paid to the study of IT support and reflecting the following transactions in the financial accounts, with the use of the new classification of financial instruments:
- taxation of deposits;
- establishment and use of provisions and promissory notes;
- activities of pawnshops and credit unions; 
- import and export of financial intermediation services.
The SSSU representatives gave a presentation on the status of implementation of the methodology of current international standards in national accounting and prospects of its further development in Ukraine. 
The visit resulted in reaching an agreement on the next visit of the INSEE experts to Ukraine, which was tentatively scheduled for March 23-27, 2015. The visit will be dedicated to areas of further improvement of the SSSU national accounting methodology, which are underlain by the updated Eurostat Statistics Compendium of Statistical Requirements published in 2014.
Following the results of this study visit, practical experience was gained that would enable effective implementation of activities for the implementation of the Strategy of State Statistics Development through 2017 in national accounting and would serve further approximation of the national statistical practices to the European Union standards.
To effectively address methodological and organisational issues related to the introduction of the 2010 European System of National and Regional Accounts, it was proposed to carry on with further harmonisation of the National Accounts with public finance statistics indicators compiled by the Ministry of Finance, and monetary statistics, which is in the competence of the National Bank of Ukraine.
