NSIs in South East Asia visit Statistics Denmark  
 
Statistics Denmark is a partner in the EU-ASEAN Statistical Capacity Building 
Programme (EASCAB) which aims to assist the ASEAN Secretariat to 
facilitate the harmonisation of statistics within the association as well as to 
support the ten ASEAN member states to produce better statistics in foreign 
direct investments, international merchandise trade, international trade in 
services, and non-observed economy.  
 
As part of the project the Director-Generals or deputy Director-Generals of 
the ten NSIs as well as representatives from the ASEAN secretariat visited 
Statistics Denmark on 29-30 October 2009. The purpose of the study visit was 
to learn about the European Statistical System (ESS) from an EU member 
state perspective as well as to learn about the challenges in building a 
regional statistical system based on the experience of Statistics Denmark.

Support to the NSI of Tajikistan, Goskomstat 
 
The German Statistical Office, Destatis, is implementing a World Bank 
financed twinning partnership project together with the cooresponding 
partner, Goskomstat, in Tajikistan. Statistics Denmark is a partner in this 
project.  
 
Tajikistan is a land-locked country in the southern part of the former Soviet 
Union with borders to Afghanistan and China. The high mountain ranges in 
the vast and wild environment creates a beautiful landscape with many 
opportunities for mountaineers and nature lovers.  
 
The transition from the old economy into more modern administrative 
routines has been going on for several years. The geographic location with a 
limited number of international air connections has hampered the 
possibilities for an intense cooperation with the outside world. 
 
Statistics Denmark provides support in agriculture statistics where one of the 
objectives is the introduction of sample surveys to substitute the regular 
agriculture censuses. Another area where we provide support is in the 
implementation of the labour force survey.
