» E-linking with the Department of Civil Status and Passports
and the Health Insurance department in an upgraded modern
manner.

» To examine the quality of some of the records of the
Institutions with which the E-link is made in terms of
completeness, coverage, repetition, concepts and definitions
between what is used administratively and statistically to
determine the compatibility of data for statistical work to build a
civil register.

» The notes were confined to the records and the institution was
approached with the notes that appeared in their databases.



Challenges and Solutions

Although there is a Prime Minister's letter facilitating the task of general statistics in building a
comprehensive, up-to-date and accurate national register of population, social and economic
data, source institutions are not cooperating with the Department of Statistics(DoS) in facilitating
the task.
