Forord

Kriminalitet er den arlige publikation med kriminalstatistik for Danmark (eksklusiv
Grgnland og Fergerne). Publikationen er i skiftende udformninger udkommet siden
1832.

Kriminalitet 2006 giver et samlet overblik over kriminalstatistikkens forskellige om-
rader, lige fra anmeldelser og ofre til strafferetlige afgorelser og feengslinger. Krimi-
nalstatistikken omfatter overtraedelser af straffelov, faerdselslov og serlove.

Publikationen indledes med et afsnit om kriminalitetsudviklingen fra 1996 til 2006.
Publikationens tabeldel omfatter detaljerede tabeller om anmeldelser og ofre, samt
strafferetligt afgjorte sager med opggrelser over idgmte sanktioner. De strafferetlige
afggrelser er opgjort dels som antallet af sager, dels som antallet af personer, der har
begéet kriminalitet og herunder med angivelse af overtraederens sociale baggrund,
samt eventuelle tidligere kriminalitet. Endelig er der et serligt tabelafsnit om feengs-
linger og om retternes virksomhed.

Endvidere redeggres i tilknytning til indledningsafsnittet for statistikkens grundbe-
greber og kilder. I bilagsafsnittet sidst i publikationen er bl.a. tabellernes straffelovs-
kategorier angivet med henvisning til de anvendte straffelovsparagraffer, ligesom
tabelhoveder og -forspalter er vist i engelsk oversattelse.

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Preface

»Kriminalitet« is the annual publication containing Danish criminal statistics (exclud-
ing Greenland and the Faroe Islands. Since 1832 the publication has appeared in
different versions.

»Kriminalitet 2006« provides an overall view of the statistical areas relating to crime
in Denmark, i.e. from reported offences and victims to the legal decisions and impris-
onments. The publication contains data on violations of the Danish Penal Code, the
Road Traffic Act and special laws.

The publication begins with a text section describing the main statistical features of
reported criminal trends from 1996 to 2006. The table section contains detailed tables
on reported offences and victims as well as legal decisions with statistical information
on type of sanction imposed. The legal decisions are, respectively, distributed by
number of cases and by number of persons, who committed the criminal offences,
including statistical information on the social background of the offender, and any
previous convictions of criminal offences. Finally, there is a table section dealing with
imprisonments and activities of the law courts.

Furthermore, an account of the principal concepts and sources of the statistics is pro-
vided in connection with the introductory text section. In the annex section at the end
of the publication, the classification of criminal offences to the categories applied in
the tables is specified in accordance with each section of the Danish penal code, and
table headings and front columns in the tables are shown with an English translation.

Criminal statistics are continuously published in Nyt fra Danmarks Statistik (News
from Statistics Denmark) and in Sociale forhold, sundhed og retsveesen (Social condi-
tions, health and justice), which appears in the series Statistical News - and in Stat-
Bank Denmark (www.statistikbanken.dk). “Kriminalitet 2006” is also available as
